grade classrooms. The curriculum was developed for each grade
level by the IFl. It encompasses 12-16 lesson plans related to teaching
children about respect, inherent worth, empathy, and forgiveness.
Along with the curriculum guides, other supplemental materials are
provided in order for the lessons to be successful (books, DVDs, stuffed
animals, efc.)
